As we recognize the 
difficult job that police have to do, we deserve and expect to be treated with the respect we deserve. With the current crisis in 
our streets what is currently taking place is not enough. Drug dealers continue to operate openly and have staked out certain 
high traffic corners, such the corner of Vine and Green. Undercover operations and weekly drug busts are not enough. A 
continuous and visible presence of police at these “hotspots” would disrupt the drug business and make it safer to live and work 
in those areas. Read on to find out about the positive changes the Central Vine Street Block Club is making and how you can 
help.
